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The Domain Alain Voge has produced Saint-Joseph wines for ten years or so.
From the 2015 vintage, our Saint-Joseph takes the name of the locality where
it is grown: Les Cotes. This terroir has enormous potential and it is gradually
revealing its expression as the vines mature.

The average age of the vines in 2017 is 12 years old.

A very steep granite slope facing South in the “showcase slopes” of Mauves, to the South of
the Saint-Joseph appellation.

2017 VINTAGE

One more early vintage (harvest started in the last week of August). 2017 was an easy season
for the phytosanitary treatments. However, the lack of water all along the year, a short heat
wave during the flowering, and an unusual draught in September reduced the attended yield
(40 % juice less for the whites and for the reds). Bad surprise, but a very beautiful quality...
